Then he tells them that they don't need more faith,  

they just need to use the faith they already have. 
He explains that a tiny little bit of faith, the size of a mustard seed  

- which is about as small as something can be without getting microscopic –  
is enough to do marvellous things. 

We are all like the Apostles. 
We know in our hearts that we are capable of doing much more,  

that we were made for greater things. 
But we don't realise that God has already given us everything we need to achieve them. 
He has already planted in our souls the seed of faith, of divine life - he did so at baptism. 

Now it's up to us to exercise it. If we do, it will grow. 
And the more it grows, the more room God will have to do truly wonderful things
